Hall Rentals to Third Parties  
Effective March 24, 2016:

Instructions for Third Party Insurance – required to rent any part of a property of The Bishop of Moosonee, a corporation sole, operating as The Diocese of Moosonee

The Diocese no longer has insurance through AllSport Insurance.

The new insurance for purposes of hall rentals, does not require the Diocese to pay a large premium up front each year.  
BEFORE A RENTAL CAN TAKE PLACE, THE RENTING CHURCH MUST RECEIVE A COPY OF THE INSURANCE CERTIFICATE OBTAINED BY THE RENTER AND A COPY OF THE INSURANCE CERTIFICATE MUST BE EMAILED TO THE CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER OF THE DIOCESE.  
Each renter accesses:    http://event-insure.aon.ca
Click on Apply for Coverage on the top menu
Fill in the full name and location (street) address of the church

Choose:  Room Rental/Park Rental
Choose the type of gathering for which the hall is being rented:  eg  Meeting Rooms - No Alcohol, Arts & Crafts, Seminars, Bingo, Chess Club, Prayer Meeting, Weight Loss Clinic, Bridge, Other; Recurring Meetings / Annual Rates; Seniors Group, Residents Association, Homeowners Association, Heritage Society, Business Commission, Community Association, Community Centre;  Single Day Gatherings; Wedding, Dancing, Jack & Jill, Baby Shower, Bridal Shower, Birthday Party, Other

Once the renter provides all the information, such as number of expected participants, etc., the site will process the required premium and applicable tax.  If the renter chooses to obtain the Insurance, they continue by filling in the name, address, etc. of the individual in charge of the event and then proceed to the payment page, enter their credit card information on the secure site and once processed, print a copy of the Insurance Certificate for the Church and themselves.

It is a user friendly site – more complicated to explain than just fill in the blanks.

Depending upon the number of participants, the insurance will usually be cheaper than the previous insurance.  For example:  a sewing group meeting one afternoon with 12 participants (no alcohol)  would pay $15.00 + tax.  Since it is paid directly to the Insuring company, there is no money for the Church to collect or remit to the Diocese.  All you need remit to the Diocese before the event takes place is the Insurance Confirmation Certificate.
